The Asian Food Safety and Security Association (AFSA) is a voluntary, non-profit, charitable organization established in 2010. The 5th annual general meeting of Bangladesh-Japan Association for Science and Technology (BJAST) at Dhaka in 2010 decided to establish the Asian Food Safety and Security Association (AFSA). The first annual meeting of AFSA was held at Osaka Prefecture University, Japan, in September 15-17, 2012. The 2nd annual meeting of AFSA was held in Bien Hoa City (Near Ho Chi Minh City), Vietnam, in August 15-17, 2014. The 3rd annual meeting of AFSA was held in Bhubaneswar, India, on 15-17 September, 2016; The 4th AFSA conferences was held at Siem Reap, Cambodia on 13-15 August 2018; The 5th conference was jointly organized with Industrial University of Ho Chi Minh City (IUH) at Vietnam on November 24 to 27, 2022. The 6th Conference is decided to be held at Chulalongkorn University, Bangkok, Thailand on 02-04 October 2024.

SUBMISSION OF ABSTRACTS

The abstract is limited to 300 words in English using MS word.

Title of the Abstract: 12 Point (Title Case, Bold)

Name of the Author(s) with full address, Tel and E-mail: 12 Point. Presenting author must be identified in italics.

Text: 12 Point, Line spacing: 1.5

Abstract should be submitted as an E-mail attachment to the Secretariat at - afsa.secretariat.thailand2024@gmail.com (please write “Abstract for AFSA2024” in the subject of E-mail)

SUBMISSION OF FULL PAPER (Manuscript Preparation)

· Manuscripts should be between 4500 and 8000 words in length (including references, tables and figures). Typed in times new roman 12 font and line spacing 1.5. 

· Title. Concise and informative. Titles are often used in information-retrieval systems. Avoid abbreviations and formulae where possible.

· Author names and affiliations. Each authors full name, and e-mail address of each author.
Corresponding author. Clearly indicate who will handle correspondence at all stages of refereeing and publication, also post-publication. Ensure that phone numbers (with country and area code) are provided in addition to the e-mail address and the complete postal address. Contact details must be kept up to date by the corresponding author.
· Introduction

State the objectives of the work and provide an adequate background, avoiding a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results.

· Results

        Results should be clear and concise.

· Discussion

This should explore the significance of the results of the work, not repeat them. Avoid extensive citations and discussion of published literature.

· Conclusions

The main conclusions of the study may be presented in a short Conclusions section, which may stand alone or form a subsection of a Discussion or Results and Discussion section.

· Appendices

If there is more than one appendix, they should be identified as A, B, etc. Formulae and equations in appendices should be given separate numbering: Eq. (A.1), Eq. (A.2), etc.; in a subsequent appendix, Eq. (B.1) and so on. Similarly for tables and figures: Table A.1; Fig. A.1, etc.

As a minimum, the full URL should be given and the date when the reference was last accessed. Any further information, if known (DOI, author names, dates, reference to a source publication, etc.), should also be given.
